Opening: insert the mechanical key and turn in the opening direction to about 30°, then turn back the key to its extraction position. The deadbolts will be automati-

cally withdrawn.

Closing: close the door. The deadbolts will be automatically closed.

Deadbolt automatic closing disabling
It is possible to disable automatic deadbolt closing by pressing and holding down the Inside Escutcheon closing button M2 for at least 5 seconds:
*YELLOW LED off = the deadbolts will not be automatically closed after closing the door;
*YELLOW LED on = the deadbolts will be automatically closed after closing the door (factory pre-setting).
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Electronic key storage or erasing
An electronic key can be stored in two different modes: master and service
mode. Opening with a master key is always enabled, while a service key may
or may not be enabled for opening by the user.To store an electronic key, pro-
ceed as follows:
e Withdraw the deadbolts with the opening button M1 or with the electronic
key and turn the mechanical key to its extraction position;
¢ Hold down the latchbolt C (second bolt from top);
e Turn the key to open without operating the deadbolts until the yellow LED
on the inside escutcheon starts flashing;
e After at least 5 seconds, release the latchbolt (yellow LED on the inside
escutcheon flashing);
¢ Press the position detecting element D until either of the following is visible
on the inside escutcheon:
- GREEN LED flashing = (the electronic key will be stored as a MASTER
key);
- RED LED flashing = (the electronic key will be stored as a SERVICE
key.
¢ Place the electronic key near the outside protector to store it:
- GREEN LED = flashing (the electronic key will be STORED)
- RED LED flashing (the electronic key was already stored and has been
ERASED).
e Turn back the mechanical key to its extraction position.
To erase all the electronic keys, repeat the first four steps described here above
and press and hold down the closing button M2 for at least 5 seconds: a GREEN
LED flash shows that the operation has been successfully carried out; a RED
LED flash means that there aren’t any electronic keys to erase.

Service keys enabling or disabling

¢ Withdraw the deadbolts with either the opening button M1 or the electronic
key and turn the mechanical key to its extraction position;

¢ Hold down the latchbolt C (second bolt from top);

e Turn the key to open without operating the deadbolts until the yellow LED
on the inside escutcheon starts flashing;

e After at least 5 seconds, release the latchbolt (yellow LED on the inside
escutcheon flashing);

¢ Press the position detecting element D until either of the following is visible
on the inside escutcheon:
- GREEN LED flashing = opening with service keys enabled;
- RED LED flashing = opening with service keys not enabled.

e Turn back the mechanical key to its extraction position.

Opening button on the inside escutcheon enabling or

disabling

¢ Withdraw the deadbolts with either the opening button M1 or the electronic
key and turn the mechanical key to its extraction position;

¢ Hold down the latchbolt C (second bolt from top);

e Turn the key to open without operating the deadbolts until the yellow LED
on the inside escutcheon starts flashing;

e After at least 5 seconds, release the latchbolt (yellow LED on the inside
escutcheon flashing);

¢ Press the opening button M1 on the inside escutcheon until either of the
following is visible:
- RED LED flashing = opening disabled;
- GREEN LED flashing = opening enabled.

e Turn back the mechanical key to its extraction position.

NOTE: the opening button is automatically enabled after the lock is opened

with an electronic key.

Lock resetting

Used to ensure that the lock recognises the various options after installation.

Perform after installing a “transponder kit” or whenever any option does not

work correctly.

¢ Let out the deadbolts to their third throw position using the mechanical key
then turn it back to its extraction position;

¢ Hold down the latchbolt C (second bolt from top);

e Turn the key to open without operating the deadbolts until the yellow LED
on the inside escutcheon starts flashing;

e After at least 5 seconds, release the latchbolt (yellow LED on the inside
escutcheon flashing);

¢ Press the position detecting element D until seeing on the inside escutch-
eon:
- a GREEN LED flashing = operation completed.

e Turn back the mechanical key to its extraction position.

Automatic latchbolt withdrawal enabling or disabling

* Let out the deadbolts to their third throw position using the mechanical key
then turn it back to its extraction position;

e Hold down the latchbolt C (second bolt from top);

e Turn the key to open without operating the deadbolts until the yellow LED
on the inside escutcheon starts flashing;

* After at least 5 seconds, release the latchbolt (yellow LED on the inside
escutcheon flashing);

* Press the button M2 on the inside escutcheon for about 5 seconds:

- GREEN LED flashing = the latchbolt and deadbolts will be automatically
withdrawn upon opening (Default factory setting);

- RED LED flashing = the deadbolts — but not the latchbolt — will be au-
tomatically withdrawn upon opening (ONLY POSSIBLE OPTION IF A
HANDLE IS USED TO OPEN).

e Turn back the mechanical key to its extraction position.
